Location 

The Lindenfest grounds are located on the Lindenhurst Village Hall parking lot and 

Slove Park.  Entry to the fest grounds are from the Village Hall entry way off of 

Sand Lake Road.  There is no parking on the fest grounds except for limited ADA 

spaces. 

For your safety please use only designated pedestrian cross walks when crossing 

Sand Lake Road. 

 

ATMs 

Lindenfest is a cash-only event.  ATMs are available on the fest grounds. 

 

ADA 

The Lindenfest grounds are mostly ADA accessible, although some areas of the 

property are unpaved and therefore difficult to navigate in a wheelchair. 

Designated accessible parking for vehicles bearing valid Department of Motor 

Vehicles (DMV) disability parking placards or license plates is available on a first-

come, first-served basis in the parking lot located near the Police Department. 

Wheelchair rental is not available. 

 

First Aid Station Location 

The First Aid Station is located at the Lindenfest Ticket Booth. 

 



Security Policy 

Lindenfest, Inc has a set of rules in place to ensure a safe environment for all 

guests.  Please be aware that the following items are not allowed on premises 

during events: guns, knives, outside food and drink, backpacks, mase, aerosol 

cans, pyrotechnic devices, glass bottles, noise-makers, or coolers.  Please leave 

these items in your car or at home. 

• No outside alcohol is allowed on Lindenfest grounds. 

• No grilling on the fest grounds is allowed.

Service Animals 

NO DOGS/PETS ALLOWED.  Neither vendors or the public are allowed to bring 

pets onto the grounds under any circumstance, for liability reasons, except for 

licensed service dogs.  When associated with a show, display, or competition, 

animals are allowed in a controlled manner (on leash, in cage), cared for properly 

and cleaned up after.  No animals are allowed in the food service areas.
